7:00am Rule: Please remember that all trash, recycling, and yard waste must be at the curb 
by 7:00am on your collection day. Collection times may fluctuate. Stops are not considered 
“missed” until 7:00pm on your collection day. The waste hauler will not return for late sets.  
Bulk items: Waterford customers receive pickup of one bulk item per month. It is not neces-
sary to call ahead, just place curbside by 7:00am on your regular collection day.  
Yard waste will be collected April 7– December 12,  2025.  Unlimited number of bags/cans, 
50 pound weight limit per bag/can. Place in brown paper yard waste bags or waste cans up 
to 32-gallons marked “yard waste” or “compost”. See website for more details. 
Holidays  If a holiday falls on a weekday, your service day will be delayed by one day and 
does include Saturday collection in these cases.  In 2025, the following holidays will delay 
service: New Year’s Day January 1st, Memorial Day May 26th, Independence Day July 4th, 
Labor Day September 1st, Thanksgiving Day November 27th, Christmas Day Dec. 25th.
